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Mathematics


Week 1: Division


Continues to recall and use multiplication and division facts for 2, 3,4,5,8 and 10 multiplication tables.


Recognises patterns and relationships between number facts


Begins to use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally (e.g. 60 ÷ 3 = 20 can be derived from 2 x 3 = 6), including multiplying by 0 and 1; dividing by 1; multiplying together three numbers.


Starts to use the formal written method of short division for calculations involving two and three digit numbers divided by a single digit with exact answers.


Week 2: Fractions


Continues to recognise, find and write fractions of a discrete set of objects: unit fractions and non – unit fractions with small denominators e.g. can find 3/5 of 25 


Recognises and shows, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions with small denominators.


Continues to add and subtract fractions with the same denominator within one whole e.g. 5/7 + 1/7 = 6/7


Week 3: Measurement


Continue to estimate, compare, order and calculate different measures length (m/cm/mm)


Begin to convert between units of measure e.g. kilometre to metre.


Uses all four operations to solve problems in the context of measures using appropriate numbers.


Week 4: Geometry


Continue to identify and describe using precise mathematical vocabulary the properties of a wide variety of regular and irregular 2D and 3D shapes.


Draw 2-D shapes using a ruler and measure accurately in centimetres. 


Extend knowledge of the properties of shapes to symmetrical and non-symmetrical polygons and polyhedra. 


Identifies whether angles are greater or less than a right angle.


Identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines.


Week 5: Statistics


Interpret and present data using a wider range of bar charts, pictograms and tables in different contexts.


Understands and uses simple scales e.g. 2, 5, 10 units per cm in pictograms and bar charts with increasing accuracy.


Solve one and two-step questions e.g. ‘How many more?’ and ‘How many fewer?’ ‘How many altogether? using information presented in scaled bar charts and pictograms and tables.


Week 6: Decimals


Estimate, compare and calculate with money in pounds and pence building on understanding of place value and decimal notation. Convert pounds to pence and vice versa


Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole number.


Apply understanding of familiar fractions and decimals to solve routine and non-routine problems and puzzles involving numbers, shapes, money or measures.


Develops mental methods with larger numbers and decimals where appropriate. Using place value and known facts Explains methods.


Week 7: Half Termly Assessments





English





READING


Throughout this unit pupils are to read and respond to a fictional story by an author with whom they are all likely to be familiar. The whole class are to be given chance to respond to the text by expressing their views about the book and discussing the way the characters and themes are introduced and maintained.


 


Guiding Reading: Also in Guided Reading sessions children will read and discuss a wide range of fiction and non-fiction books. Each comprehension session is based on each groups selected books and aims to improve pupils’ ability to identify text features as well as draw inferences/deductions.


 .�WRITING


Within this half term pupils will make ongoing notes about the story structure, drawing attention to repetition, with several episodes building to conflict and resolution before the end of the story. Further, children will be provided with chances to demonstrate how to plan and write different story sections, such as using dialogue or an event instead of description. Alongside this pupils will explore aspects of the author's style by mimicking recurring themes or settings, typical characters and use of language. Towards the end of the unit pupils will work independently to plan and write a a range of character and setting descriptions and use examples of language used to imitate the particular comic or dramatic effect found in the studied piece of literature. When the children have completed their piece of narrative, they will proofread and edit their own writing to check and improve sentence construction & punctuation.
