The Best of British





Mathematics


Number and place value *read, write, order and compare numbers up to 10 000 000 and determine the value of each digit *round any whole number accurately. *solve number and practical problems.


 Fractions (including decimals and percentages) *identify the value of each digit in numbers given to three decimal places and multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000 giving answers up to three decimal places.  *multiply one-digit numbers with up to two decimal places by whole numbers. *use written division methods in cases where the answer has up to two decimal places.


Addition, subtraction, multiplication and division  *perform mental calculations, including with mixed operations and large numbers. *use their knowledge of the order of operations to carry out calculations involving the four operations. *solve addition and subtraction multi-step problems in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why. *use estimation to check answers. * multiply multi-digit numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit whole number using the formal written method of long multiplication. *divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit number using the formal written method of short division where appropriate, interpreting remainders according to the context. * divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit whole number using the formal written method of long division, and interpret remainders as whole number remainders, fractions, or by rounding, as appropriate for the context. *identify common factors, common multiples and prime numbers.


Algebra  *use simple formulae. *find pairs of numbers that satisfy an equation with two unknowns. 


Measurement *solve problems involving the calculation and conversion of units of measure, using decimal notation to three decimal places where appropriate. * convert between miles and kilometers.*recognise that shapes with the same areas can have different perimeters and vice versa. *calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles. *recognise when it is possible to use the formulae for area and volume of shapes.


Statistics *interpret and construct pie charts and line graphs and use these to solve problems.* calculate and interpret the mean as an average.


Ratio and proportion  *solve problems involving the calculation of percentages [for example, of measures, and such as 15% of 360] and the use of percentages for comparison.


Geometry: properties of shapes *draw 2-D shapes using given dimensions and angles. *recognise, describe and build simple 3-D shapes, including making nets. *compare and classify geometric shapes based on their properties. *illustrate and name parts of circles, including radius, diameter and circumference and know that the diameter is twice the radius. *recognise angles where they meet at a point, are on a straight line, or are vertically opposite, and find missing angles.








English


Whole class reading - To maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding of what is read by increasing familiarity with a range of fiction, non-fiction and poetry.  Carrie's War (Nina Bawden),  The Diary of a Young girl (Anne Frank),  recounts from real-life experiences of WW2, a selection of war poetry. 


Group reading - Billy the kid, Adolphus Tips, Little Manfred (all by Michael Morpurgo)


Spelling – Use root words, prefixes and suffixes in spelling (Year 6 spelling lists) 


-Understand that some words need to be learnt specifically  (Year 5/6 mixed revision word lists)


Punctuation and Grammar –the structure and vocabulary of formal speech, cohesion within and across paragraphs, précising long passages, brackets, dashes and commas for parenthesis, passive/active voice , noun phrases, modal verbs, relative clauses,  using commas or hyphens to avoid ambiguity and give clarity, semi colons, colons and dashes to mark boundaries between clauses. 


Writing - Plan writing by identifying the audience and purpose for writing, selecting appropriate form and using similar writing as models for own writing. Draft and write narratives, describing settings, characters and atmosphere and integrating dialogue effectively. Draft and write using organisational and presentational devices to structure a non-fiction text.
