The Romans














Mathematics


Unit 1: Place Value and Rounding


Count forwards or backwards in steps of powers of 10 from any given number beyond 1000.


Read and write whole numbers in figures and words, and know what each digit represents beyond 1000.


Use the vocabulary of comparing and ordering numbers, including symbols such as <, >, = .


Continues to understand negative numbers in context, counts forwards and backwards with positive and negative whole numbers, including through zero.


Applies understanding of the number system to solve number problems and practical problems involving numbers, money or measures.


Unit 2: Place Value and Rounding


Round whole numbers up to 1 000 to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000.


Understand the importance of place value.


Be able to explain the relationship between units, tens, hundreds and thousands.


Applies understanding of the number system to solve number problems and practical problems involving numbers, money or measures.





Unit 3: Addition


Add and subtract numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers e.g. Use place value and known facts to subtract one near multiple of 100 from another e.g. 607 – 499 = 108 or 2 146 – 1998 = 148. Explains methods.


Continues to add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate.


Solve addition and subtraction multi-step problems with appropriate numbers in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use.


Add two integers less than 10 000 using standard written methods.


Add more than two integers less than 10 000.


Add two integers less than 10 000 using informal written methods.





Unit 4: Subtraction 


Add and subtract numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers e.g. Use place value and known facts to subtract one near multiple of 100 from another e.g. 607 – 499 = 108 or 2 146 – 1998 = 148. Explains methods.


Mentally add and subtract tenths.


Continues to add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate.


Solve addition and subtraction multi-step problems with appropriate numbers in contexts, deciding which operations and methods to use and why to solve calculation problems using information from a range of table and charts.


Subtract one integer from another, each less than 10 000, using standard written methods.


 Understand the effect of and relationships between the four operations (addition and subtraction).

English





READING


Throughout this unit pupils are to read and respond to a short story by an author with whom they are all NOT likely to be familiar. The whole class are to be given chance to respond to the text by expressing their views about the book and discussing the way the characters and themes are introduced and maintained.


 


Guiding Reading: Also in Guided Reading sessions children will read and discuss a wide range of fiction and non-fiction books. Each comprehension session is based on each groups selected books and aims to improve pupils’ ability to identify text features as well as draw inferences/deductions.


 .�WRITING


Within this half term pupils will make ongoing notes about the story structure, drawing attention to repetition, with several episodes building to conflict and resolution before the end of the story. Further, children will be provided with chances to demonstrate how to plan and write different story sections, such as using dialogue or an event instead of description. Alongside this pupils will explore aspects of the author's style by mimicking recurring themes or settings, typical characters and use of language. Towards the end of the unit pupils will work independently to plan and write a complete story with an interesting story opening, paragraphs for build-up, climax or conflict resolution and ending, and examples of language used to imitate the particular comic or dramatic effect found in the studied piece of literature. When the children have completed their stories, they will proofread and edit their own writing to check and improve sentence construction & punctuation.
