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Mathematics


Number, place value and money


Read and write numbers up to 1000 in numerals and words. Compare and order number s up to 1000. Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations. Recognise the place value of each digit in a three-digit number (hundreds, tens and ones). Apply understanding of the number system to solve number and practical problems and puzzles involving numbers, money or measures. Explain methods and reasoning orally and in writing, including using diagrams and symbol. 


Mental addition and subtraction 


Add and subtract numbers mentally including, a three-digit number and ones, a three-digit number and tens, three-digit number and hundreds. Add and subtract numbers with up to three digits, using formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction. Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers. 


Mental multiplication and division 


Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables. Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables that are known, including for two-digit numbers times one-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods.
