Rainforests














Mathematics


Week 1: Time


Read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour clocks.


Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes; minutes to seconds, years to months, weeks to days.


Know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year.


Estimate and read time with increasing accuracy to the nearest minute; record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours; use vocabulary such as o’clock, am/pm, morning afternoon, noon and midnight.


Write the time using an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals for I to XII, and 12-hour and 24-hour clocks.





Week 2: Number and place value


Count backwards through zero to include negative numbers


Recognise the value of each digit in a four digit number (thousands, hundreds, tens and ones)


Order and compare numbers beyond 1000


Round numbers to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000.





Week 3: Measurement (Weight)


Convert between different units of measure


Measure and compare mass (kg, g)





Week 4: Geometry (Angles)


Identify acute and obtuse angles and order angles up to two right angles by size.


Begin to recognise where angles are greater than two right angles and know the term straight angle referring to two right angles together.





Week 5: Fractions and Decimals


Recognise and show, using diagrams, families of common equivalent fractions.


Count up and down in hundredths recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by one hundred and dividing tenths by ten.


Recognise and write decimal equivalents to ¼, ½ and 3/4


Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole number.


Compare numbers with the same number of decimal places up to two decimal places.

READING


Throughout this unit pupils are to read and respond to non-fictional and fictional texts by authors with whom they are all unlikely to be familiar. The whole class are to be given chance to respond to the text by expressing their views about the book and discussing the way the characters and themes are introduced and maintained.


 


Guiding Reading: Also in Guided Reading sessions children will read and discuss a wide range of fiction and non-fiction books. Each comprehension session is based on each groups selected books and aims to improve pupils’ ability to identify text features as well as draw inferences/deductions.


 .�WRITING


Persuasive Writing: Firstly children will read, identify and evaluate persuasive letters, for example from newspapers or magazines, intended to inform, protest, complain and persuade. Children are to then analyze (i) how they are set out, and (ii) how language is used (e.g. to gain attention, respect, manipulate). Children will then be taught how the use of persuasive devices. Finally pupils will undertake several written tasks that require pupils to write persuasively for real purposes.





Narrative: Within this half term pupils will make ongoing notes about the story structure, drawing attention to repetition, with several episodes building to conflict and resolution before the end of the story. Further, children will be provided with chances to demonstrate how to plan and write different story sections, such as using dialogue or an event instead of description. Alongside this pupils will explore aspects of the author's style by mimicking recurring themes or settings, typical characters and use of language. Towards the end of the unit pupils will work independently to plan and write a a range of character and setting descriptions and use examples of language used to imitate the particular comic or dramatic effect found in the studied piece of literature. When the children have completed their piece of narrative, they will proofread and edit their own writing to check and improve sentence construction & punctuation.





SPELLING, PUNCTUATION AND GRAMMAR

Chn will also study use of: Adjectives in a list, fronted adverbials, prepositions, conjunctions, subordinate clauses and correct tense.





Weekly Spellings: Chn will be given a selection of spellings each week based on use of further prefixes and suffixes. Children will also study homophones and high frequency words.
