Science


In the ‘Forces’ unit, children will learn about balanced and unbalanced forces, gravity, friction and the use of mechanisms such as levers, gears and pulleys. The children will identify forces and complete force diagrams. They will find out about Isaac Newton and his discoveries about gravity, completing a comprehension about his life and his work. The children will look for patterns and links between the mass and weight of objects, using newton metres to measure the force of gravity. Furthermore, they will work collaboratively to investigate air and water resistance, participating in challenges to design the best parachute and boat. 


After half term we will study Earth and Space. The aim is to give children a basic overview of Earth and its place in our Solar System. They will explain why we know the Earth is spherical and identify scientific evidence which supports or refutes ideas. Planets will be named and ordered, describing their movements in relation to the sun. Using the idea of the Earth’s rotation, they will explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.

They will learn about significant events from the period and order these chronologically on a timeline. influence and significance in British history.

 Children have the opportunity to join in with songs, stories and music-making inspired by the gods and goddesses of Viking mythology. The songs explore the atmosphere and excitement of a Viking sound-world from over a thousand years ago, while being rooted in familiar modern styles that the children will relate to, such as reggae, rock and lyrical contemporary ballads.


Children will compose complex rhythms from an increasing aural memory, understand how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together and improvise with increasing confidence using own voice, rhythms and varied pitch, singing as part of an ensemble with increasing confidence.
