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During autumn term the children will continue to develop their mathematical fluency, reasoning and problem solving skills in the following areas: 


Number


Place value up to 1000000 , read and write numbers up to 1000000 in numerals and in words. Solve number problems and practical problems involving these ideas. Count forwards and back in multiples of 10 up to 1000000. Interpret negative numbers in context. Round to nearest 10,100,1000 and 10000 


Fractions


Compare and order fractions, identify and name equivalent fractions.


Add and subtract fractions


Addition and subtraction  - Add and subtract numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers.  Add and subtract numbers with more than 4 digits, using formal written methods.  Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers. Solve problems in context deciding which operations and methods to use.


Multiplication and division Multiply and divide numbers mentally drawing upon known number facts. Multiply and divide whole numbers by 10,100 and 1000. Identify multiples and factors of numbers. Recognise and use square and cube numbers. Know and use the vocabulary of prime numbers and prime factors.


Fractions Recognise and use fractions as numbers: 


Shape


Measure and calculate the perimeter of shapes in cm and m. Calculat and compare the area of rectangles and irregular shapes 


Statistics


Solve problems using information presented in a line graph.
