Comprehension


listening to, discussing and expressing views about a wide range of contemporary and classic poetry, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently


continuing to build up a repertoire of poems learnt by heart, appreciating these and reciting some, with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear


understand both the books that they can already read accurately and fluently and those that they listen to by: drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher and checking that the text makes sense to them as they read, and correcting inaccurate reading


Writing - composition


consider what they are going to write before beginning by: making simple additions, revisions and corrections to their own writing by evaluating their writing with the teacher and other pupil


Writing - vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Number - number and place value


identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations, including the number line


compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs


Number - addition and subtraction


applying their increasing knowledge of mental and written methods


recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100


add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including:a two-digit number and 1s, a two-digit number and 10s, 2 two-digit numbers, adding 3 one-digit numbers


Number - multiplication and division


calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write them using the multiplication (×), division (÷) and equals (=) signs


Number – fractions recognise, find, name and write fractions � , � , � and � of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity


Measurement


compare and order lengths, mass, volume/capacity and record the results using >, < and =


recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p); combine amounts to make a particular value


find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money


solve simple problems in a practical context involving addition and subtraction of money of the same unit, including giving change


Geometry - properties of shapes


identify and describe the properties of 3-D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces

ask and answer simple questions by counting the number of objects in each category and sorting the categories by quantity
