Curriculum and Key Objectives


Year 4


Spring Term

















English








During Spring term the children will continue to develop their mathematical fluency, reasoning and problem solving skills in the following areas: 


Place value up to 1000, find 1000 more or less than a given number. Count in multiples of 6, 7, 9, 25 and 1000. Count backwards through zero including negative numbers and be introduced to Roman numerals. 


Addition and subtraction Add and subtract numbers mentally up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of column addition and subtraction.  Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers. Continue to solve more complex word problems including both addition and subtraction. 


Multiplication and division Recall and use multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 x 12. Use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally. Recognise and use factor pairs and commutativity in mental calculations. Multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number using formal written layout. Solve problem involving multiplying and adding. 


Fractions Recognise and show families of common equivalent factors. Count up and down in hundredths. Solve problems to calculate quantities. Add and subtract fractions with the same denominator.  


Measurement Deepen understanding of time, looking at both 12 hour and 24 hour clocks and solving problems including the duration of time. Understanding the terms mass and measuring a variety of items using scales and other measuring devices correctly.  


Geometry Compare and classify geometric shapes, including quadrilaterals and triangles based on their properties and size. Identify acute and obtuse angles and compare and order angles. Identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes presented in different orientations.
