Knowledge and Understanding of the World


























Science – Light


Recognise that light appears to travel in straight line.


Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye.


Explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes.


Use the ideas that light travels in straight lines to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.








Geography


Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied. 


Understand and use a widening range of geographical terms e.g. specific topic vocabulary - urban, rural, land use, sustainability, tributary, trade links etc. 


Locate the world's countries, using maps to focus North and South America, concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries, and major cities. 


Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including day and night). 





Music


Develop a deeper understanding of the history and context of music. 


Appropriately discuss the dimensions of music and recognise them in music heard. 


Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory and accuracy.  Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music.











Design & Technology


Use research he/she has done into famous designers and inventors to inform the design of his/her own innovative products. 


Generate, develop, model and communicate his/her ideas through discussion, annotated sketches, cross-sectional and exploded diagrams, prototypes, pattern pieces and computer-aided design. 


Use technical knowledge accurate skills to problem solve during the making process.








Art & Design


Use sketchbooks to collect, record, review, and revisit and evaluate ideas.


Improve mastery of techniques such as drawing with varied materials.


Learn about great artists, architects and designers.


To be able to record from first hand observation.


To study facial expressions relating to movement.


To study the techniques of artists when portraying movement.


To create a montage to portray movement.


To use printing to create movement art.
