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Geography


The children will learn to identify features of a local woodland area and describe these.


Using taught basic geographical vocabulary, they will be able to refer to local and familiar features.


The children will be taught to identify seasonal/ daily weather patterns in the UK and the location of hot and cold areas of the world.











Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Children will learn to think about relationships in their lives and how disagreements can be avoided in order for us all to get along. 


They will explore the range of emotions relationships involve and the positive influence we can have on others. 





Going for goals – children will be taught to think about why we set goals and how we can set achievable goals for ourselves which will make a difference.














Physical Development





The children will learn how to move their bodies in different ways and express them movements through dance and gymnastics. 


They will learn how to master basic movement e.g. running, jumping, throwing, catching, balancing, agility and coordination.

Children will learn how to use technology safely and begin to explore algorithms.

The children will learn to identify and name common materials. They will begin to describe simple properties of materials and compare and classify them. They will test which materials are used for specific jobs and will explore which materials are commonly found in their local area
