Mathematics








Number - number and place value


count to and across 100, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number


count, read and write numbers to 100 in numerals; count in multiples of 2s, 5s and 10s from a


given number, identify 1 more and 1 less





Number - addition and subtraction


read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (−) and equals (=) sign, become familiar with recognising number bonds to 10 and 20, answer problems that use addition and subtraction using objects and pictures





Multiplication - begin to use objects, pictures and other equipment to answer multiplication questions





Measurement - recognise and use language relating to dates, including days of the week, weeks, months and years, identify different coins and understand how much they are worth, express when evens happened using language such as before, after, next, first, today, yesterday, tomorrow, morning, afternoon and evening





Geometry - properties of shapes


recognise and name common 2-D and 3-D shapes





Geometry - position and direction


describe position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turns





Fractions


recognise, find and name a half as 1 of 2 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity


recognise, find and name a quarter as 1 of 4 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity











Reading 


apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words


respond speedily with the correct sound to graphemes (letters or groups of letters) for all 40+phonemes, including, where applicable, alternative sounds for graphemes


read accurately by blending sounds in unfamiliar words containing GPCs that have been taught


develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by:


listening to and discussing a wide range of poems, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently


being encouraged to link what they read or hear to their own experiences


becoming very familiar with key stories, fairy stories and traditional tales, retelling them and considering their particular characteristics


recognising and joining in with predictable phrases


Vocabulary, grammar and punctuation


leaving spaces between words 


join clauses using ‘and’


Spell


words containing each of the 40+ phonemes already taught


common exception words


the days of the week and numbers


name the letters of the alphabet:


naming the letters of the alphabet in order


Handwriting


sit correctly at a table, holding a pencil comfortably and correctly


begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place


form capital letters


form digits 0-9


understand which letters belong to which handwriting ‘families’ (ie letters that are formed in similar ways) and to practise these
