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Mathematics





I can read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 10,000,000 (ten million) and say the value of each digit. (Number and Place Value) 


I can round any number to a required degree of accuracy. (Number and Place Value)


I can solve number and practical problems that involve ordering and comparing numbers to 10 000 000, rounding to a required degree of accuracy, using negative numbers and calculating intervals across zero. (Number and Place Value).


I can mentally calculate using a mix of the four operations. (Addition and Subtraction)


I can multiply numbers of up to 4 digits by a two-digit number using a formal written method. (Multiplication and Division)


I can divide numbers of up to 4 digits by a two-digit number using a formal written method of long division, showing remainders, fractions or rounding as appropriate.


I can divide numbers of up to 4 digits by a two-digit number using a formal written method of short division, showing remainders, fractions or rounding as appropriate.


I can mentally calculate using a mix of the four operations and increasingly large numbers. (Multiplication and Division)


I can identify common factors, multiples and prime numbers. (Multiplication and Division) 


I can solve addition and subtraction multi-step problems, deciding which operations and methods to use and explain why they were suitable. (Multiplication and Division) 


I can solve problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. (Multiplication and Division) 


I can use estimating to check answers and problem solving. (Multiplication and Division)


I can draw 2-D shapes using dimensions and angles I am given. (Properties of Shape) 


I can recognise, describe and build simple 3-D shapes, including making nets. (Properties of Shape) 


I can compare and classify geometric shapes based on their properties and sizes. I can also find unknown angles in any triangles, quadrilaterals or regular polygons. (Properties of Shape)

READING


Throughout this unit pupils are to read and respond to non-fictional and fictional texts by authors with whom they are all unlikely to be familiar. The whole class are to be given chance to respond to the text by expressing their views about the book and discussing the way the characters and themes are introduced and maintained.


 


Guiding Reading: Also in Guided Reading sessions children will read and discuss a wide range of fiction and non-fiction texts/extracts. Each comprehension session is based on each groups selected books and aims to improve pupils’ ability to identify text features as well as draw inferences/deductions. The Rising Stars ‘Cracking Comprehension’ scheme of work will comprise most taught sessions.


 .�WRITING





Narrative: Within this half term pupils will make ongoing notes about our WWII topic in order to produce a wide range of topic based non-fiction and fiction pieces (diary entries, newspaper articles, persuasive letters etc…). Further, children will be provided with chances to demonstrate how to plan, write and edit different versions of the stated piece. Alongside this pupils will explore aspects of a range of authors’ different interpretations and style by mimicking recurring themes or settings, typical characterisations and use of language. Towards the end of the unit, pupils will work independently to collate their range of literature to produce a personal portfolio of writing to be passed onto the following year group. When the children have completed their pieces of writing, they will proofread and edit their own writing to check and improve sentence construction & punctuation.

Chn will also study use of: Adjectives in a list, fronted adverbials, prepositions, conjunctions, subordinate clauses, pre-modifiers, post modifiers and correct tense.





Weekly Spellings: Chn will be given a selection of spellings each week based on use of further prefixes and suffixes. Children will also study homophones and high frequency words.
