Word Reading


read aloud books closely matched to their improving phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, automatically and without undue hesitation


reread these books to build up their fluency and confidence in word reading


Comprehension


develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by:


making inferences on the basis of what is being said and done


answering and asking questions


predicting what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far


participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those that they can read for themselves, taking turns and listening to what others say


explain and discuss their understanding of books, poems and other material, both those that they listen to and those that they read for themselves


Spelling


learning to spell more words with contracted forms, possessive apostrophe and distinguishing between homophones and near-homophones


Writing - vocabulary, grammar and punctuation

Writing - composition


consider what they are going to write before beginning by: writing down ideas and/or key words, including new vocabulary and rereading to check that their writing makes sense and that verbs to indicate time are used correctly and consistently, including verbs in the continuous form

Number - addition and subtraction


show that addition of 2 numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and subtraction of 1 number from another cannot


recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems


Number - multiplication and division


show that multiplication of 2 numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and division of 1 number by another cannot


solve problems involving multiplication and division, using materials, arrays, repeated addition, mental methods, and multiplication and division facts, including problems in contexts


Number – fractions write simple fractions, for example � of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of � and �


Measurement


compare and sequence intervals of time


tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times


know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day


Geometry - properties of shapes


identify 2-D shapes on the surface of 3-D shapes, [for example, a circle on a cylinder and a triangle on a pyramid]


compare and sort common 2-D and 3-D shapes and everyday objects


Geometry - position and direction


use mathematical vocabulary to describe position, direction and movement, including movement in a straight line and distinguishing between rotation as a turn and in terms of right angles for quarter, half and three-quarter turns (clockwise and anti-clockwise)


Statistics


ask-and-answer questions about totalling and comparing categorical data
