Mathematics








Number - addition and subtraction


represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20


solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = ? – 9


Number - multiplication and division


solve one-step problems involving multiplication and division, by calculating the answer using concrete objects, pictorial representations and arrays with the support of the teacher


Measurement


recognise and know the value of different denominations of coins and notes


tell the time to the hour and half past the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times


measure capacity or volume and write these measurements down


Geometry - properties of shapes


recognise and name common 2-D and 3-D shapes


3-D shapes [for example, cuboids (including cubes), pyramids and spheres


Geometry - position and direction


describe position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turns


Fractions


recognise, find and name a half as 1 of 2 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity


recognise, find and name a quarter as 1 of 4 equal parts of an object, shape or quantity











Reading 


read words with contractions [for example, I’m, I’ll, we’ll], and understand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s


read books aloud, accurately, that are consistent with their developing phonic knowledge and that do not require them to use other strategies to work out words


reread these books to build up their fluency and confidence in word reading


making inferences on the basis of what is being said and done


predicting what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far


participate in discussion about what is read to them, taking turns and listening to what others say


explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them


Vocabulary, grammar and punctuation


leaving spaces between words 


join clauses using ‘and’

apply simple spelling rules and guidance, as listed in � HYPERLINK "https://www.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data/file/239784/English_Appendix_1_-_Spelling.pdf" �English appendix 1�


write from memory simple sentences dictated by the teacher that include words using the GPCs and common exception words taught so far


Writing – composition - write sentences by:


sequencing sentences to form short narratives


re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense


discuss what they have written with the teacher or other pupils


read their writing aloud, clearly enough to be heard by their peers and the teacher


Writing - vocabulary, grammar and punctuation


beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark


using a capital letter for names of people, places, the days of the week, and the personal pronoun ‘I’
