Science


This term we will study Earth and Space. The aim is to give children a basic overview of Earth and its place in our Solar System. They will explain why we know the Earth is spherical and identify scientific evidence which supports or refutes ideas. Planets will be named and ordered, describing their movements in relation to the sun. Using the idea of the Earth’s rotation, they will explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.


In the ‘Forces’ unit, children will learn about balanced and unbalanced forces, gravity, friction and the use of mechanisms such as levers, gears and pulleys. The children will identify forces and complete force diagrams. They will find out about Isaac Newton and his discoveries about gravity, completing a comprehension about his life and his work. The children will look for patterns and links between the mass and weight of objects, using newton metres to measure the force of gravity. Furthermore, they will work collaboratively to investigate air and water resistance, participating in challenges to design the best parachute and boat.

Art & Design





Art and design projects will be linked to topic and science learning, giving pupils the opportunity to develop different ideas which can be used and explain choices for the materials and techniques used. Beginning with drawing this term, children will research and investigate different materials and techniques used by artists and experiment and develop their own skills. 








Design & Technology


Linked to the seasons and harvest, children will develop food technology skills and develop their understanding of how a variety of ingredients are grown and processed to make them safe and tasty to eat. They will select appropriate ingredients and use a wide range of techniques to combine them. (Bread).  Linked to science learning about forces, children will build more complex 3D structures and apply  knowledge of strengthening techniques 





Music


Children will compose complex rhythms from an increasing aural memory, understand how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together and improvise with increasing confidence using own voice, rhythms and varied pitch, singing as part of an ensemble with increasing confidence.





Humanities


This term there will be a Geography focus for our humanities learning, beginning by learning about the countries, cities,  regions and counties which make up the UK. We will then look at countries, capital cities and seas in Europe. We will compare physical and human features and learn how to recognise countries by their shapes.
