Word Reading


continue to apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words until automatic decoding has become embedded and reading is fluent


read accurately by blending the sounds in words that contain the graphemes taught so far, especially recognising alternative sounds for graphemes


read accurately words of two or more syllables that contain the same graphemes as above


read words containing common suffixes


Comprehension


discussing the sequence of events in books and how items of information are related


becoming increasingly familiar with and retelling a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales


being introduced to non-fiction books that are structured in different ways


recognising simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry


discussing and clarifying the meanings of words, linking new meanings to known vocabulary


discussing their favourite words and phrases


Spelling


segmenting spoken words into phonemes and representing these by graphemes, spelling many correctly


learning new ways of spelling phonemes for which 1 or more spellings are already known, and learn some words with each spelling, including a few common homophones and learning to spell common exception word


Writing - composition


consider what they are going to write before beginning by planning or saying out loud what they are going to write about


and encapsulating what they want to say, sentence by sentence


Writing - vocabulary, grammar and punctuation
