Mathematics

During spring term the children will continue to develop their mathematical fluency, reasoning and problem solving skills in the following areas: 


Number


Count forwards and back in multiples of 10 up to 1000000. Interpret negative numbers in context. Round to nearest 10,100,1000 and 10000 and use rounding to check answers 


Fractions, Decimals and Percentages


Read and write decimal numbers as fractions. Recognise and use thousandths and relate them to tenths, hundredths and decimal equivalents


Recognise mixed numbers and improper fractions and convert from one form to the other. Round decimals with two decimal places to the nearest whole number and to one decimal place. Read, write, order and compare numbers with up to three decimal places. Solve problems involving number up to three decimal places. 


Recognise the per cent symbol (%) and understand that per cent relates to 'number of parts per hundred', and write percentages as a fraction with denominator 100, and as a decimal. 


Addition and subtraction  - Add and subtract numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers.  Add and subtract numbers with more than 4 digits, using formal written methods.  Estimate the answer to a calculation and use inverse operations to check answers. Solve problems in context deciding which operations and methods to use.


Shape  (Angles)


Know angles are measured in degrees: estimate and compare acute, obtuse and reflex angles. Draw given angles, and measure them in degrees (°). 


Statistics


Solve problems using information presented in a line graph.


Complete, read and interpret information in tables including timetables
