Science 


Physics - Recognise that he/she needs light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light.  Notice that light is reflected from surfaces. Recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect eyes. Recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by a solid object. Find patterns in the way that the size of shadows changes. 





Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases. (States of matter) Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C).  Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.
